         Meanwhile, our children’s closet workers were busily giving out surprise Easter baskets that a volunteer dropped off. Each child also got the usual three outfits, toothbrush, socks, shoes, underwear, pajamas, stuffed animal and story book. Babies received diapers, a baby blanket, bib and hat, and baby food. 
          It was a time of the church year that’s usually somber in a ministry that certainly knows somber. But you wouldn’t have known it Wednesday. 

         I’m not one to rush the season, but it was as if Easter burst in a little early this year.
