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From the pastor:

How perfect, really, to re-create a Palestinian peasant’s home at Triune. For what is this church if not a modern-day setting for kingdom visits?

Gian Carlo Menotti’s 1951 opera Amahl and the Night Visitors recounts the story of a crippled shepherd boy, a teller of tall tales, who sees an incredible star. Angered by his habitual lying, his mother doesn’t believe him about the star – nor his insistence that there are three kings at the door. The visitors are searching for a newborn king, and reveal the rich gifts they have brought. 
That night Amahl’s mother tries to steal some of the kings’ gold to help her son. She is caught, but the visitors offer to let her keep the gold because the king they seek will need nothing but love to rule his kingdom. She returns it, and Amahl offers his staff as a gift as well. Suddenly, the boy can walk, and he leaves with the kings to pay homage to this newborn king who has healed him.

At Triune, we often imagine that this king might come to our door, too – disguised as a tired, broken brother or a poor, battered sister. And as we labor together, worship together, sing together, we know that healing results. How perfect, really, to stage such a similar story in our chapel.  
Virginia Uldrick will direct Menotti’s beloved Christmas opera at Triune Dec. 12 and 13 at 7 PM. (Please note the date change from last month’s newsletter.)  It will star Myra Cordell, Tom Dickinson, Philip Stoddard, Brian McQueen and Caleb Smith, with the Wade Hampton High Madrigals as the village chorus.
