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From the pastor:


I opened the door to a young man, two young women and a sturdy toddler on a blustery Monday in January. Their mother had died recently, they said, leaving them with no way to pay the rent or buy food. 


I took the young man’s ID card to register them for a food box. “This can’t be right,” I said, looking at his date of birth. “It says 1992.”


“That’s right,” he said. “I have to stay in school ’til I turn 17. Then I’ll drop out and work full-time.”


The boy and his girlfriend and 18-month-old son lived in his mother’s house with his older sister, 20. This little band, virtual orphans, were trying to find jobs to allow them to pay the rent and to pay off their mom’s funeral expenses.


I thought briefly of my own three children, all older than him and safely ensconced in a house, a studio apartment and a college dorm. How could they have managed at 16 without their dad and me, no insurance pay-out, and a baby to care for?


We gave the young people groceries and grocery gift certificates, coats, blankets, baby clothes and toiletries. We gave them job leads, and the names of agencies that help with rent. We invited them to join us for hot meals and worship.  


Two days later, I reached the young man’s high school counselor to see if there was a way we could help him remain in school. Too late. He had turned 17 that very day and withdrawn.  

            We will continue our efforts to maintain contact with these needy youngsters. We are able to help families like theirs   because you help us. Thank you for all you do for your hurting neighbors.
