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From the pastor:

When I was a writer for The Greenville News, I did stories on United Ministries and GAIHN (Greenville Area Interfaith Hospitality Network). Later, I joined the United Ministries board and then became a friend of Tony McDade when he moved to Greenville to take over GAIHN. I have watched those agencies closely over the years, admiring their work and their leaders. 
My admiration has only grown since I’ve come to Triune. So when the folks at UM came up with the idea of a triple fundraiser, I didn’t hesitate. To tell you the truth, I was proud to be invited to the table.
We’ve been working hard on our March 21 Musical Extravaganza: In Harmony, Against Poverty, to be held at Pendleton Street Baptist Church. But part of the undertaking is well underway – that is, Quarters for Change. On the day of the concert, we hope to have 50,000 quarters to represent the number of people in poverty in Greenville County.

You should have received information – probably from all three of us – about collecting quarters. We’re asking that you simply put out jars at your church. The one at Triune is a Mason jar, with a slit punched in the top by Fred’s pocket knife. Fred is one of those 50,000, a man who lives in the woods and shoveled our sidewalks when it snowed this weekend, a man who makes coffee and hauls clothes and acts for all the world as if Triune is paying him.

 We’ll most assuredly accept bills as well, and we’ll take up a love offering at the concert. But we want you to join us in this mutual effort to visualize our community’s problem.
