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From the pastor:

I want to tell you about two people who spent time at Triune in 2009.

One was John Wilson, who gave his testimony before our Amahl and the Night Visitors production in December.

John came to Greenville from Charleston, where he’d lived in active addiction for 20 years. In his mid-40s, he got down on his knees one night and asked God to rescue him from his chaotic lifestyle. He entered the Salvation Army program in Greenville, and exited six months later, clean, sober and frightened at what the future might hold for someone with no job, no driver’s license, no home.

John came to Triune to volunteer every Wednesday, Saturday and Sunday. He and David Gay spent hours on the computer, job-hunting. David helped him locate a recovery house in Taylors, but the two of them couldn’t find a job for John.

After months and months of searching, John located a temporary job at MP Husky LLC, a manufacturing firm on Greenville’s south side. We drove him to get his mandatory drug test, which he easily passed. Throughout the summer and fall, he paid a housemate to drive him to work at 6:30 AM, and he rode a bus home at 3:30 PM. And still he came to Triune every Saturday to volunteer.

Just before Christmas, his employer hired him full time, with benefits, then threw him a party and gave him a $200 bonus. And still he didn’t forget us. He was so nervous when it came time for him to speak to our opera audience that one leg was shaking. But he said what he had come to say: “Triune helped me every step of the way.”

Maryanne Henderson is a recent Furman University graduate who’s been worshiping with us most Sundays. Maryanne is headed to the White House this month for an internship in its faith-based initiative program, so I wrote a note wishing her well. Here’s what she replied:

I cannot express to you what Triune has meant to me in the short time I have been a part of it. My family will be here this weekend and I can’t wait to introduce them to this wonderful, sacred place where anyone and everyone can come as they are and find God’s presence so alive and powerful it can knock you over! I have had “O Come, O Come, Emmanuel” in my head for the past two weeks. What beautiful words to sing while taking communion among a community of people that I am convinced looks like the Kingdom of God – rich and poor, black and white, clean and dirty, tired or sick.” 

To my mind, this is the best thing about Triune – that it is a place where a John Wilson can meet a Maryanne Henderson and they are both the richer for it. It is my wish for 2010 that Triune truly become a home to all God’s children – whether they live in a recovery house or work in the White House.
