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From the pastor:

 
I didn’t learn Jack’s story until I invited him to lead a group of students on a Back Yard Mission Day. He took us to his sleeping quarters under a bridge on Poinsett Highway. He called it Mookie Manor, after the London house of a Def Leppard band member.

He told the students about his abuse-filled childhood, and how he’d found the relationship that rescued him at 19. He and the woman married, and were happy and stable for the next 15 years. 
When she died of ovarian cancer at 35, Jack spiraled into drinking, then drugging, then homelessness. Our staff member David Gay helped him access drug treatment, then a transition program. Though he went back out on the street, he didn’t start using again. 

We were so impressed with Jack’s candor and work ethic that we offered him space in our new housing in West Greenville, which opened this week. He has a temporary job that we hope will become permanent, and is working diligently to pay the security deposit. 

Jack is one of seven current Triune tenants. Move-in week has been stressful and exciting – and a long time coming. In partnership with Homes of Hope, we will try to provide opportunities for more folks like Jack to reclaim lives that have been lost to depression and substance abuse.

I could relate. When I came to work at Triune in 2005, we didn’t have Internet access. We jerry-rigged and ran wires all over this 1926 building and did the best we could. Many was the morning I arrived to find David Gay prowling under my desk, attempting to repair the computers from the mysterious box that somehow ran – and regularly killed -- the whole shebang.

Now we’ve expanded to three office suites and no one’s computer talks to anyone else’s. No networking. No file sharing.
