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From the pastor:

             Nelle lived with her drug-addicted boyfriend in an abandoned building near Poe Mill. The building had burned-out interior walls and charred holes in the floor.


She was frequently arrested for prostitution. 


None of that was terribly surprising. What was surprising was that, at 44, Nelle remained a very pretty woman. One day she showed me the neatly appointed bedroom she’d managed to set up in this burned-out building with no electricity, no plumbing. It had a bed, dresser, mirror and artificial flowers. 


Every time I saw her, I’d tell her she didn’t have to live this way, that we could get her help, get her away from her boyfriend. “No, thanks, Pastor,” she’d always say. “I love him.”


But our Wednesday morning volunteer, Sallie Eskew, wasn’t willing to let it go at that.


When Nelle came in for groceries and clothes, Sallie prayed with her. When Nelle was jailed yet again for prostitution, Sallie wrote to her, visited her and put her on the prayer list at Welcome Baptist Church.


Over the next year, our case manager, David Gay, visited Nelle several times, too, and took her a Bible, a commentary and a Bible dictionary. 


The next thing I knew Sallie and David were talking excitedly about the change in Nelle. It seems she was leading Bible studies in jail, then in prison. David began to get requests for Bibles from incarcerated women Nelle was ministering to.


Last week, David and Sallie picked Nelle up from the Greenville County Detention Center and drove her to a Christian-based drug rehab and personal development center, where she will stay while on probation. David told her and the judge that he would “rat her out” if she doesn’t stay clean. But he’s not really worried.


“I don’t know how many people she’s going to impact if she goes on the way she’s going,” David said. “She’s a lay evangelist.”


Your gifts to Triune make it possible for us to minister to the Nelles out there. And who knows what’s then possible for them?
