      When I arrived at Triune four summers ago, I knew immediately that I wanted to offer the folks eating in our dining hall a way out of … eating in our dining hall. Subsequently, we have sent over 260 people into drug rehabilitation. 

      But the piece that has not come together for us is employment. So many of our newly sober clients have obstacles such as criminal records, lack of transportation and lack of a high school diploma. We watch them volunteer energetically at Triune, and we respect their huge hearts and dependable work habits. Unfortunately, that doesn’t always translate into paid employment.

Buncombe Street UMC took a chance on one of our men for its maintenance staff a year ago, and it has been a match made in heaven. Besides his increasing responsibilities in maintenance, Bobby speaks to their youth, in worship services and at banquets.  

We have two more men whom we trust as fully. If your church is looking for a hardworking, dependable employee, we would be proud to introduce them to you. Just call our case management team leader, Renee, at 233-8020, ext. 14.
