“I told him to go to the man and tell him he loves him and to pray with him.”

Eight mouths gaped. 

“You told him what?” I asked.

He repeated his statement.

The rest of us looked at each other.

“Ah, well, I’m proud of you,” I said. “I really am.”

We fall down. And we help each other up.
