Kathy will participate in our Art Show and Sale November 12, from 6:30-9 PM in the dining hall. Unfortunately, you can’t buy I Believe in Miracles. She’s designated it to reside permanently at Triune – which suits us just fine.

You can buy a walking stick from William, an intricately carved snake or dragon perhaps. He makes them from tree limbs, and smoothes and polishes them to a fine sheen.

And you can buy landscapes from Charles, quirky animal portraits from Jerri and loads of other bright and fun works by the people who spend their Sunday afternoons in our art room. Art director Karen Lucci calls the work the “softer side of homelessness and poverty.” What she means is that most art shows featuring homelessness or poverty are understandably gray and dreary. But this show consists not of art about homelessness but art by some of our homeless or formerly homeless parishioners.
