Talented and homeless. Those words don’t often appear in tandem. But sometimes they can, and do, go together.

We’ve learned that lesson from the Triune Art Room, a warm and inviting place where our homeless artists gather to draw and paint and sculpt and sew and write and soak in encouragement from our professional artists. 

The folks behind the Women’s Ministry of Buncombe Street UMC saw the room and were moved to build their second annual kick-off dinner around it. On September 17, from 6 to 8 PM, women from our partner churches are invited to join us for dinner and an art show in Buncombe Street’s Sisk Hall. Our Art Room director Karen Lucci will paint an original work during dinner, and it will go to a lucky guest. I will speak on “The Art of Mercy,” and our artists’ work will be available for sale.
