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From the pastor:


At the Triune/GAIHN/United Ministries concert last spring, I sat next to the Rev. Curtis Johnson, the pastor of Valley Brook Missionary Baptist Church who just happens to program gospel music at WJMZ Radio. When I got up to speak, I mentioned that at Triune, we often use lyrics from Kyle Matthews’ 2002 Christian Song of the Year, We Fall Down.

Kyle, who was emceeing that day, kind of ducked his head. He’s a humble guy. 

           When I sat back down, Rev. Johnson elbowed me. “That guy wrote We Fall Down?” he asked incredulously.

           “Yeah,” I answered. “That’s Kyle Matthews.”


Rev. Johnson shook his head. “We play that all the time.”

Kyle’s written a lot more than We Fall Down, which also won a Dove Award for Traditional Gospel Song of the Year.

His songs have been recorded by Vince Gill (“Everything and Nothing”), Cece Winans, the Oak Ridge Boys, (“An Inconvenient Christmas”), Take Six (“The Best Thing in the World Today Café”), Ginny Owens (“If You Want Me To”), Point of Grace, Scott Krippayne and Jamie Slocum, among others. On his own, he’s recorded a boatload of CDs containing such hits as “Been Through the Water.” He travels the country performing in concert.

And while most people don’t know it, Kyle has moved from Nashville back to his hometown Greenville, where he’s minister of music at our partner church, First Baptist Greenville.

But Kyle is more than a musician. He has a heart for missions, and soon after moving to town, he offered to do a fundraising concert for Triune. We’ve finally settled on Friday night, September 10. He’s bringing in cellist Chris Powell, percussionist Sherwood Mobley, our own Voices of Triune and Jerri Gray -- and who knows? -- maybe more musicians before it’s all over.

We’re combining the concert with our second annual art show and sale. The reaction to last year’s sale stunned us, with about 70 percent of our inventory by Triune artists being snapped up.

Plus, it’s a book release party for our board member Robbie Boman, who will be autographing copies of her brand new More Miracles of South Carolina. 
We’re calling this year’s event Culture Shock 2010. Here’s the schedule:

5-6:45 PM – Art show and sale and book signing (dining hall)
7-8:15 PM – Kyle’s concert (sanctuary)
8:15-9:30 PM – Art show and sale, book signing, and dessert reception (dining hall)
Attendance at the concert is free, and we will ask for a (generous!) love offering. And of course, proceeds from the art and book sale will support the ministries of Triune as well.

Please invite your friends and plan to attend this fabulous evening. You can come early or late but remember what happened last year: Latecomers discovered that much of the art had been purchased and whisked away.
